Public Forum:
Glen Cave, 506 N. Craig Drive, addressed the council about his concerns as a member of the Rural Fire District. He would like to see the city make an account for the rural fire money to go into instead of it just going in to the cities general fund. The council will take his recommendation under consideration. 

Unfinished Business:
The owners of 123 E. Main Street have hired an engineer to help determine the condition of the structure. The engineer needs some more time to continue his report. This matter was tabled until the October 25, 2016 meeting. 

The extension of Susan Avenue from South Craig Drive to Valley View Drive has been tabled until the September 13, 2016 meeting. Miller doesn’t think it is necessary to finish the street, but thinks we should sell the east half of the lot to the neighbor since the lot is to small to build on.  Pingel thinks it should be a finished street, if anything was to happen with in the first block of South Craig Drive and emergency personal would need to get in, there is not another entrance into the addition. Armond Rider, Public Works Director is going to get estimates for finishing Susan Avenue for the September 13, 2016 meeting.
