Regular City Council Meeting

A regular meeting was called to order on this date by Mayor Pro Tem Pingel.  Present:  Council members Agnitsch, Brown, Johnson, Miller, City Attorney Herbold, City Administrator Kooiker and City Clerk-Treasurer Cargin.  Absent was Mayor Murphy.
Resolution Amending Personnel Policy
Administrator Kooiker explained that this resolution changes the amount of allowable rollover vacation time for full-time Police Assn. and non-union employees to a maximum of 80 hours.  If an employee seeks to roll-over more than 80 hours, he/she must obtain approval from the City Administrator, or in the case of a roll-over of more than 120 hours, the City Council.  On a motion by Brown, seconded by Miller, the council adopted Resolution #16-02.  Roll call was:  AYES:  All.  NAYS:  None.

Resolution Approving Vacation Buyout
Kooiker reviewed two vacation buyout offers with the council.  Due to vacancies in the Police Department last year and the transition with Chiefs, two employees were unable to take much time off.  In order to reduce their available vacation to be in compliance with the new policy it is necessary to purchase a limited number of hours of their available vacation time.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Brown, the council adopted Resolution #16-03, approving the offer of a limited buyout of vacation time from CPD Sgt. Brett Gannon.  Roll Call was:  AYES:  All.  NAYS:  None

	Cherokee School District Update                       
Superintendent Kim Lingenfelter gave a summary of her educational and work history and what led her to apply for her new position with the Cherokee Community School District.  Community involvement in the school system was a driving force in her decision to relocate her.  She presented the district’s goals which include expanding on technology opportunities for the students.  Currently students in grades 5-12 use electronic devices every day and students in grades 9-12 can take the devices home.  The district’s goal is to provide an electronic device for every student.  Improving communication between administration, teaching staff and the local community is another goal, as is educational standards progress determined by Iowa CORE.  Current enrollment in the school system is 63 at ECLC, 422 at Roosevelt Elementary, 290 at Cherokee Middle School and 296 at Washington High School.  Average student to teacher ratio is 14-1.  Councilperson Brown asked what is being done to encourage students to consider a vocation in the skilled trades after high school.  Lingenfelter replied that communication has been implemented between the school district and area teams/individuals in the skilled trades industry to determine needs, and students have been surveyed to determine their interest in the various trades.  
Pingel expressed the City’s congratulations and best wishes to the Cherokee Braves girl’s basketball team who will travel to the state tournament next week!

Budget Review and Public Hearing

Kooiker presented the final draft of the FY16-17 city budget.  The proposed tax levy is $16.14/$1,000, which is a slight increase of .14/$1,000 over the current year’s budget.  A motion by Brown, seconded by Agnitsch, set the public hearing for the 2016-2017 budget for 7:00 p.m. on March 8.  Motion carried.
